Starting Wednesday, March 24, 2010:   

1) Go to the Wisconsin Post High School Outcomes Survey website and complete a Usage Agreement.  

 If you serve more than one district, you need to submit a separate Usage Agreement for each of your districts even 
though there is an option for more LEA choices for confidentiality reasons. 

 Upon submitting the Usage Agreement, you will immediately receive an email response. This email will include your 
Username (Please keep this safe and accessible) 

 The website administrator will check and approve all required districts. 

 A Password is then sent via email. Use it with the Username previously received (You now have access to the secure 
portion of the Post High School Outcomes website.) 

 
Starting Wednesday, April 7, 2010:   

1) Locate your district’s 2008-09 list of exiters with previously collected (last school year) contact information.  This may be 
on an electronic database, a paper copy, or a stored Word or Excel file. 
 

2) Go to the Wisconsin Post High School Outcomes Survey website and Log-in to the secure portion of the website using 
your assigned username and password.   

 Select “Prepare Contact Information” 

 Select “Enter/Edit Contact Information”   

 Select your “CESA”, “District” and “Building” 

 You will see listed the students your district reported to the DPI as an exiter (diploma, certificate of attendance, 
maximum age or drop-out) for the 2008-09 school year.   

 
3) Make sure this list is accurate.  Contact Mary Kampa if this list does not match your 2008-09 exiter records.  You may 

also be asked to contact Nancy Fuhrman at the DPI. 
 

4) Districts are required to remind or inform former students of the upcoming interview, and to verify that at least one of 
the phone numbers entered into the website is a valid, working phone number.  Please Note:  This is the most 
important step to the success of your district’s data collection and survey results.

 You can use your listing noted above or use the excel spreadsheet from the website, Select Download contact 
info and save to your desktop (this shows the required fields of information you will need to verify); print and 
update while making phone calls    OR Prepare and Send 
 

b. Mail reminder letters:  The WPHSOS website has a sample of a district generated letter that you will personalize 
with information from your district and mail to the former student, along with the letter from the State Director of 
Special Education (Stephanie Petska) stating why this information can be collected without their written 
permission.

 Select “DPI Letter”; print as many copies as needed – one per former student letter

  Mail all letters after May 15, 2010 and not before 
 

5) Enter Contact Information.  This is the only section of the secure website you will be using at this time and is where you 
enter the verified former student contact and special calling information. St. Norbert will use this information to contact 
your former students.   

 Go to the Wisconsin Post High School Outcomes Survey website 

 Select “Prepare Contact Information” 

 Select “Enter/Edit Contact Information”   

 Select your “CESA” and your “District” and “Building”  (This shows your former student listing) 

 Select edit (ƴŜȄǘ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ƴŀƳŜ) 

 Type the verified contact information and any special calling information (e.g. “needs a TTY,” “has trouble 
speaking so parent may have to respond”, etc.) directly into this form.  Again, it is critical that the contact 
information be the most recent working numbers and addresses you can locate.   

 To easily review the information you have entered, select Download contact info (excel format) on Enter/Edit 
page.  If you are in a larger district (over 50 exiting former students with disabilities) and have this contact 
information already in a database, you may contact Cindy Becker about a direct data-transfer if you wish.

 Upon sending the reminder letters or completing the phone calls AND entering verified contact information onto the 
website, please contact Cindy Becker  to let her know your information is entered. St. Norbert Survey Center will then 
start your former student phone interviews. 
 

NOTE:  You can view the student listing section of the website at any time throughout the survey process to update any 
previously obtained phone numbers, add any special calling information the interviewers may need to know, and monitor the 
progress of your district’s interviews, including comments from the interviewers on why the survey could not be completed (e.g.

Cindy Becker will contact the person you have designated as the summer contact when St. Norbert has exhausted the list of 
verified phone numbers.  You will then have the opportunity to accept what has been collected (district interviews are 
concluded) or seek and enter additional contact information.
